Preparation

Application

The surface to be painted must be dry, free of
grease and oil and brushed free of loose dirt.
Striping paints will not adhere to unclean surfaces.
Application equipment must be clean from all

Thinning

Thinning is normally not required, but a small amount of
water may be added if needed. Add water sparingly!
Diluting with water can reduce paint viscosity rapidly.

DO NOT add gasoline, oil or any other petroleum-based
products to waterborne paints.

Mix paint thoroughly before using. Surfaces should be
clean and free from dirt and debris. Newly sealed or
asphalted surfaces should be allowed to cure before
application.

Drying Times

Application Conditions

Dry times are dependent upon weather conditions. The
warmer the temperature, the faster the paint will cure.
Direct sunlight will speed up dry times. For this product, a
basic drying schedule is:

30 min. (walk on) - 60+ min. (drive on)

Note: changes in weather conditions (ie. temp. dropping after
application, cold surface temp.) can delay above cure times
drastically.

Recommended application conditions: Apply between
50°F minimum and 90 °F and at least 5 °F above dew point
with a relative humidity below 85%. Temperatures should
remain above 50°F for a 24 hour period.
